Grant applications Guidance Notes
What scheme are you applying to?

The Entertainment Grants scheme

“Under the charitable aim of ‘To provide in the interest of social welfare, facilities for recreation and other leisure time occupation available to the public at large in Westray with a view to improving their conditions of life’; the Board of Westray Development Trust have made available funding to groups who wish to put on events which bring acts to the island or to enable groups to bring across items of equipment for events. The Board recognises that the cost of travelling to the island (and freight costs) could be seen as prohibitive if the group who wishes to put on the event would have to make a full cost recovery; and therefore the group can apply for funding of up to a maximum of £300 per event which should be used for the travel and accommodation costs of travelling acts (or for freight costs, if equipment is being brought across).

If the event being held is to raise funds for other charities off the island, this must be stated in the application to the Trust. Members of the community of Westray must have benefited personally from these charities.

The Community Grants scheme
· It is expected that applications to this scheme will be for one-off project costs;

· Projects that have direct benefit to Westray residents;

· Things that will further the charitable objectives of the Westray Development Trust;

· Things that fit well with the key themes of the Westray Development Plan or with identified annual priorities;

· A way to add to existing or outside fundraising, not replace it.

· Grants will be between £50 and £10,000.

· WDT will fund a maximum of 80% of the total cost of the project.

The Development Grants scheme
· Applications to this scheme should be for projects that will have a direct, long-term benefit to the community of Westray.

· Projects that will further the charitable objects of WDT;

· Projects that fit well with the key themes of the Westray Development Plan or with identified priorities;

· A way to add to existing or outside fundraising, not to replace it.

· Grants will be up to a maximum of £50,000. However, applications for larger amounts may be considered.

· WDT will fund a maximum of 80% of the total cost of the project.

Everything that is funded through the grants and loan schemes stated in the introduction must fit under one or more of these charitable objectives.  In addition, any project that is awarded funding under the Community Grant and the Development Grant schemes must also be assessed and scored against the following criteria:

· External funding – is there evidence of fundraising activity or other funding for the project?

· Objectives – does the project have clear correlation with the charitable objectives of the Trust?

· Need – does the applicant show evidence of need?

· Impact – what will be the resulting benefits of this project and how will these be measured?

· Achievability – can the organisers of the project deliver it to a satisfactory conclusion?

· Costs – does the project offer value for money?
Section 1 – About you/your organisation

Funding will generally only be granted to Westray based groups; in exceptional circumstances, it may be awarded to individuals. 

Funding will generally be paid net of VAT, however, if for any reason you can’t reclaim VAT on this project, please state this and explain why.

If successful, funding will be paid by direct bank transfer to the organisation bank account. Please ensure the bank details are entered correctly.

It is essential that we have the correct details for the contact person, so please complete all the questions in this section.

Section 2 – About your project

The title you give your project will be used for publicising successful grant applications. It should clearly describe what your project is. For example, if the funding will be used to purchase a computer for the IT club, the project title could be ‘Westray IT Club, computer purchase’. If the funding will be used to put on a play or concert for the youth club, the title could be ‘Westray Youth Club concert’.  As you can see, the title doesn’t have to be fancy.
Please provide a short summary of your project – in this box you should include details of what your project is and what the need for the project is within the community. You should also explain what impact you believe this project will have on the community of Westray.
Who will benefit from your project? – In this section you should state which sections of the community will benefit; include the age groups for beneficiaries and any other relevant information.
Section 3 – The costs of your project

Please tick the appropriate box for the size of grant you are applying for.

What is the total cost of your project? – Please give as much detail as possible as to how much your project will cost in total. Please include all costs, not just costs for which you are applying for funding from WDT.

How much exactly are you applying for from WDT? – Please put the figure in the box. This should be no more than 80% of the total cost of your project. You should note that the award amount will be dependent on funds available and there is no guarantee that you will receive the amount you have applied for.
Have you been able to raise funds from other sources? If you answer yes, please give as much detail as possible of the other funding including the funder, the amount and what it will be used for. Include fundraising in this section too.

Are you (or your group) able to make any contribution to this project? If yes, please say what that contribution is i.e. if it is volunteer time, please say how much time and what that would have cost had you have had to pay someone else to do it. If you fundraised for this project, please include this here too. If you answer no, please explain in as much detail as possible as to why you can’t contribute to the project.
